ZAN TYLER
Life in the Fiery Furnace

Homeschooling is hard work that places great demands on us as parents. The combination of great demands
and great expectations often sets us up for great failure and disappointment. We quickly find out as we
homeschool that things don’t always go according to our plans. Sometimes, when we are doing our best to
follow God and love our families, we unexpectedly find ourselves in the fiery furnace. Why does this happen?
How does it happen? What is God trying to do in our lives? When Daniel’s three friends were thrown into the
fiery furnace, through no fault of their own, they discovered deep fellowship with the “fourth man,” who is
Christ. If we learn to look at the Fiery Furnace through the eyes of Scripture, we can begin to bask in God’s
love in the midst of trials, rather than being consumed by the flames and “burned out” by our circumstances.

In this workshop, we will look at the things that lead to burnout and talk about ways to avoid them. We will
also talk about what to do if you find yourself already there—ready to throw in the towel and put your
children on that very appealing yellow school bus. This workshop will contain many practical tips on
streamlining your life, but it will also focus on vision. We must have a powerful, biblical vision of what we are
ultimately trying to accomplish in the lives of our children through homeschooling in order to sustain us
through the hard times and difficult days.

What Are You Thinking? Learning Styles and Beyond
ROOM: 166-167

This talk is BIG on the beyond. So often, learning style materials pour all their time and energy into finding the
right label for your child's learning style. (Yes, we now know he's a right-brained, global, sub-dominant,
argyle-wearing, rational wombat, but ... how do I teach him to spell?) And while there are many different
tools for assessment, too often these same materials are light on just what you should do after the label. How
do you teach history so it sticks? What if she can't understand fractions? What if he loves language but hates

to write? This workshop will be all about "What do we do now?" Come away with lots of ideas you can use
Monday morning.

ANDREW PUDEWA

The Four Deadly Errors of Teaching Writing
ROOM: 150-151

We've all suffered it at one time or another: Frustration about writing assignments. Either on the receiving
end, or perhaps now on the giving end, there can be a few distinctly discouraging aspects to teaching and
being taught writing. The tough questions include: What to correct and how to give a grade? How much
help is too much? Isn’t the assignment clear enough? Why don’t students find their own errors? Learn and

avoid four teaching mistakes that contribute to this frustration: Overcorrecting, Holding Back Help, Unclear
Assignments, and Over-Expectation.

DIANNE CRAFT, MA, CNHP

Teaching the Right Brain Child - Part 1 - STRUGGLING LEARNERS
ROOM: 156-157

Half of the population is right brain dominant. You may have a right brain learner in your midst. These
wonderful children learn in a different manner than their left brain siblings. If you have a child who does not
“like” schoolwork no matter what you do, you will learn much in this workshop. Parents say, “I can’t believe
it, but my child asks to do spelling now.” This happens when the child stores spelling words in his/her
photographic memory. You will learn how to identify the right brain child, and learn many simple teaching
techniques such as Right Brain Spelling (making the words to “stick instead of slip”) and Right Brain Reading.
This is the method Dianne used in her resource room to help all of her students make a 2-year gain in reading

and spelling in one year. You can do this, too! Watch your children become good spellers and readers by
using a totally different strategy.

IM WEISS

Ideas and Activities for Storytelling Across the Curriculum
ROOM: 158-159

Master storyteller and award-winning recording artist, Jim Weiss, presents a seminar on the benefit and
delight of all-in-the-family storytelling. This workshop will demonstrate how the written word can interface
with the spoken word. Emphasis will be placed on how storytelling interweaves into all areas of the
curriculum and interfaces with reading and writing, and just pure fun. Jim’s focus is on classical literature,
and he will use his own unique talents to illustrate key points as he interacts with participants.

The Vision of the Homeschool Husband and Dad: Leaving a Legacy

A particular cell phone commercial features an NBA point guard trying to play basketball blindfolded.
Because he can’t see the goal, he’s never sure whether he’s scoring. Too often men in our age take on the tasks
of husband, father, shepherd, principal, coach, and disciplinarian without the vision necessary to accomplish
the goal. (What is the goal, anyway?) In this workshop, we will define the goal and discover the divinely
appointed means of achieving it. You may even learn the secret to making your wife deliriously happy, your
home a quiet and peaceful kingdom, your children rich beyond measure, and your father-in-law in awe of
your great accomplishments. Come join us in our discussion of the homeschool husband and dad.

CAROL BARNIER
Teach Your Kids to Love Missions: A Year-Long Unit Study Based on Missionaries
ROOM: 166-167

Imagine learning about the exciting lives of missionaries in a way that incorporates history and geography,
science and language. Any study of history should begin with people. You can make missions a year-long unit
study that covers a full school year of learning (all you need to add is math). Find out how to take well-written
biographies that engage your child and create a year-long study covering a multitude of learning while
enriching your child's faith through a study of the lives of people who devoted themselves to teaching others
about Christ.

ANDREW PUDEWA
Teaching and Evaluating Writing
ROOM: 150-151

Evaluating a student’s writing can be very difficult for anyone, but especially for the parent who may feel less
than perfectly confident in their own English or grammar skills. Learn how to provide specific models and
stylistic goals for each composition, giving specific assignments to your children for both fiction and
nonfiction. Solve the “How long does it have to be?” problem. Never again hear yourself say, “Don’t you want
to add a little more detail?” With confidence and precision, you can design and communicate to your children
goal and model-based writing assignments, and have a concrete tool to objectively evaluate their efforts.

DIANNE CRAFT, MA, CNHP
Teaching the Right Brain Child - Part 2 - STRUGGLING LEARNERS
ROOM: 156-157

Once you have identified your right brain learners, become an expert at training those children to use their
superior photographic memory in many areas of learning. Teach your children the lifelong skill of studying
for tests by taking a picture of the contents of a chapter. These memory techniques are commonly used by
Cambridge University students to reduce studying time. For some children, math is a monster. They hate it
and always feel dumb when doing it. Math is almost taught in a left brain manner. Right brain learners have
difficulty learning math facts. They tend to do poorly on tests because they “forget” how to do the math
processes (division, fractions, algebra, etc.). In this workshop you will learn how to help your child finally
store math facts and math processes in their long-term memory. No curriculum to purchase ... just fast,
effective, right brain strategies to use at home to reduce math frustration and tears. So many parents report
that their child now likes math!
